DRESS CODE (CIVILIAN ATTIRE) 

______________________________________________________________________________________________ 
SUMMARY:  To establish an installation dress code governing the proper wear of civilian attire on this installation 
and to foster compliance, for reasons of safety, health, morale and good order, with emphasis on traditional and 
customary standards of dress in the military community. 
 
APPLICABILITY:  This regulation applies to all persons living on, assigned to, working on or visiting this 
installation. 
 
SUPPLEMENTATION:  Local supplementation of this regulation is prohibited, except upon approval of the Director 
of Personnel and Community Activities.  Requests for exception, with justification, will be sent to Commander, 
Headquarters Fort Devens, ATTN: AFZD-PCF, Fort Devens, MA 01433-5110. 
 
SUGGESTED IMPROVEMENT:  The proponent of this regulation is the Directorate of Personnel and Community 
Activities (DPCA).  Users are invited to send comments and suggested improvements on DA Form 2028 
(Recommended Changes to Publications) to the Commander, Fort Devens, ATTN: AFZD-PCF, Fort Devens, MA 
01433-5110.

1.   APPLICATION: 
 
 a. Location.  The guidance for dress put forth in this regulation applies to all areas of Fort Devens except: 
 
  (1)  Work Areas.  Appropriate dress in work areas to be determined by area supervisor. 
 
  (2)  Officer and Noncommissioned Officer and Enlisted Member Clubs.  Dress to be governed by activity 
house rules. 

 
  (3)  Unit Dining Facilities. 
 
  (4)  Community Recreation Division (CRD) Activities.  Recreational or athletic activities may impose 
appropriate standards of dress for individuals utilizing facilities. 

 
 b. Exception.  Any activities which establish a dress code more stringent than outlined herein will have that 
dress code approved by the Commander, ATTENTION: AFZD-PCF, prior to implementation 
 
2. POLICIES: 
 
 a. General.  Civilian clothing worn on this installation should be appropriate for the occasion and conform to 
generally accepted traditional standards of propriety, decorum, and “good taste.”  Soldiers may wear civilian clothing 
when off duty in conformance with these standards. 
______________________________________________________________________________________________ 
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 b.  Clothing Standards are as follows: 
 
  (1)  Shoes and shirts are required in all public places, except when not required while participating in 
athletics.  Plain white, olive drab (OD), or brown undershirts or T-shirts not designated for outer wear are prohibited 
as outer garments. 
 
  (2)  Wear of the following military items on civilian clothing is prohibited:  U.S. military insignia of rank or 
branch, qualification badges, awards or other devices not specifically authorized for wear with civilian clothing. 
 
  (3)  Military personnel may wear the black pullover sweater, the Army black raincoat and the windbreaker 
with civilian clothing, provided that insignia of rank is removed.  Field jackets with military insignia or U.S. Army 
tags will not be worn with civilian attire. 
 
  (4)  Bathing suits are prohibited as street wear, except in designated recreation/residential areas and while 
directly enroute to and from such areas. 
 
  (5)  Shower shoes, i.e., “flip flops,” will not be worn in public places other than Fort Devens beach or 
athletic facilities. 
 
  (6)  The wearing of a combination of civilian and military clothing is prohibited unless prescribed in this 
regulation or other authorization documents approved by HQDA. 
 
 c. Emergencies.  No one will be denied emergency medical or dental treatment because of dress. 
 
3.  VIOLATION PROCEDURES:  Activity/facility managers or their designees will enforce the dress standards of 
this regulation.  Personnel will be denied entry to installation facilities/activities for nonconformity to the civilian 
dress standards established in this regulation.
