MEMORANDUM FOR Basic Rider Course Attendees.

SUBJECT: Army Funding for Motorcycle BRC for USAR Soldiers.

1. All Regional Support Commands (RSCs) fund riders in their own regions.  This process could take a few days and the Safety Office needs it all approved before the rider takes the class to ensure it will, in fact, be paid for.  The Safety Office requires some reaction time to complete this process. Here's how it works within the 99th RSC area:

	1). The soldier finds a vendor on the MSF or Mass Gov website:
http://nm.msf-usa.org/msf/ridercourses.aspx.  www.mas.gov/rmv  

	2). The vendor has to understand that they will get paid by the Army 'after' the student takes the 	class.

3). A SF 182 E-form (attached) must be filled out and the soldiers’ unit digitally signs in section D.

4). Send the SF 182 to the 99th RSC Safety Office, ASA Dix New Jersey. Timothy.r.palmer@usar.army.mil 

5). The 99th RSC Safety Office forwards the form to Resource Management for funding codes and signatures. Approval could take up to 6 weeks; make sure to schedule your class well in advance.  

6). Once the SF 182 has processed and been returned to the soldier, they will take a printed copy to the class and makes sure that the vendor signs off in section F certifying that the student took the class. 

7). The soldier will scan the signed copy of the SF-182 and email it back to the 99th Safety Office Timothy.r.palmer@usar.army.mil

8). It will then be processed and payment will be made to the vendor by the 99th RSC DPT using their “training” credit card.


2.  As a special incentive the AAFES MCSS is offering military riders who successfully complete this required Safety Certification Course a coupon allowing a one-time 20% off one PPE item.  These coupons are available from the Fort Devens Safety Office.
